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“Errors In The King James Bible”

* First and foremost, as Bible Believers, we believe the King James Bible to be the inspired,
inerrant, infallible Word of God free from error and contradiction.
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has errors and needs to be corrected.

For example, before technological advances one would have presumed that it was impossible
to have a mark “in the hand” or “in the forehead” as described in the King James Bible in the
book of Revelation.

King James Bible

Rev 14:9 And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the
beast and his image, and receive hismark in his forehead, or in his hand,

Now, look at the changes to this verse in the NIV (also in other versions as well).

Rev 14:9 A third angel followed them and said in a loud voice: “if anyone worships the beast
and his image and receives his mark on the forehead or on the hand, he, too, will drink of the
wine of God'’s fury, which has been poured full strength into the cup of his wrath.”

The King James Bible had it right all along. But man could not comprehend a mark “in” the
hand or “in” the forehead. That was inconceivable. What does technology tell us today?

Another example of man’s misunderstanding that leads to supposed contradictions:

Deu 8:9 A land wherein thou shalt eat bread without scarceness, thou shalt not lack anything
in it; a land whose stonesare iron, and out of whose hills thou mayest dig brass.

A brilliant man once said that the King James Bible is in error here because brass is an alloy
(manmade combination of metals) and is not a metal that forms of itself and can be excavated.
This again is man not researching and studying the Word of God. Man is always wrong and the
Word of God is always right.

Gen 4:22 And Zillah, she also bare Tubalcain, an indructer of every artificer in and iron:
and the sister of Tubalcain was Naamabh.

Before the flood, we find in the verse above Tubalcain was a master in producing brass.

Then there was A FLOOD! What do floods do? They bury things. A worldwide flood would
have buried many things as is evident in fossil records.

Here is an iron hammer found in
Cretaceous fossils that according to
|fiscientific datao
140 million years old. The more
logical conclusion is that the flood of
Genesis is responsible for the
fossilization of this hammer.

To the left is an iron pot found in &
lump of coal. We are told by
GaO0OASYdATAO RIE U
particular coal dates back 312
million years. So this iron pot is
312 million yearsld?

The children of Israel knew there was a flood and the book of Deuteronomy simply states that
the children of Israel were excavating the buried brass that was forged before the flood took
place by Tubalcain and other metal workers.



* We must understand that there are dispensational divisions in the Bible and the Word of
God must be rightly divided or one will encounter supposed contradictions.

The Bible commands us to rightly divide the Word of God:

2Ti 2:15 Study to shewthyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed,
rightly dividing the word of truth.

This means that there is a wrong way to divide Scripture. Many false doctrines have been
created by men and women simply due to the fact that they didn’t rightly divide the Word of
God.

We must answer several questions about passages of Scripture to ensure they apply doctrinally
to us:

Who Is Who Is Being When Is It
Speaking? Spoken To? Being Said?

Where Is It Why Is It
Being Said? Being Said?

This is extremely important. Is God speaking to Israel as a nation or is He speaking to us as
individuals in the church age? Is God speaking to just the Apostles or is He speaking to anyone
and everyone?

For example, one of the most notorious verses in the Bible that is applied in the wrong doctrinal
connotation is that of Mark 16:15-18.

Mar 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every
creature.

Mar 16:16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be
damned.

Mar 16:17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out
devils; they shall speak with new tongues;

Mar 16:18 They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them;
they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.



The signs mentioned in Mark 16 are what we term as apostolic signs. Many denominations
today take this verse and make it the foundation for their doctrinal position. This is the proof
verse for snake handlers as well. They take this verse to mean that we are to take up poisonous
snakes as a means of proving our faith in God.

Who is speakingfsus (God)

Who is God speaking tdGhe apostles and those that believe the apostles.

When is He speakingfist before ascending back to Heaven and still attempting to win the
Jewish people to the Gospel of Christ.

Why is it being spoken®o instruct the disciples to spread the Gospel.

Where is it being saidth the midst of the disciples.

Again, the Bible teaches that the Jews require a sign:

1Co 1:22 For the Jews requie a sign, and the Greeks seek after wisdom:

These signs were to the unbelieving Jew to prove that the disciples and the believers after them
represented God.

An example of all of these situations is represented in Scripture except one.

Acts 16:16-18—They cast out devils.

Acts 2:1-4—They spoke with new tongues.

Acts 28:3-6—They took up serpents.

Acts 3:1-8 & Acts 5:12-16—They laid hands on the sick.

* Theonly one mentioned from these signs that is not indicated by Scripture is drinking any

deadly thing. The reason being is that if someone is going to poison you with drink, they
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but lived thru it and never knew it.

The Bible clearly teaches that these “signs” would cease (1 Cor. 13:8-13). Therefore, during this
church age dispensation that we are currently in, you would be crazy to take up a serpent or
drink deadly poison. Paul had already lost his sign gifts when he wrote 2 Timothy 4:20.

2Ti4:20 Erastus abode at Corinth: but Trophimus have | left at Miletum sick.



Also, keep in mind that Paul didn’t take up the serpent as a sign of his faith. Paul wanted
nothing to do with that serpent.

Act 28:3 And when Paul had gathered a bundle of sticks, and laidthem on the fire, there came a
viper out of the heat, and fastened on his hand.

Act 28:4 And when the barbarians saw thevenomous beast hang onhis hand, they said among
themselves, No doubt this man is a murderer, whom, though he hath escaped the sea, yet
vengeance suffereth not to live.

Act 28:5 And he shook off the beast into the fire, and felt no harm.

Act 28:6 Howbeit they looked when he should have swollen, or fallen down dead suddenly: but
after they had looked a great while, and saw no harm come to him, they changed their
minds, and said that he was a god.

He SHOOK it off into the fire. Paul had no desire to hold that serpent and dance around to
show his faith. Paul got away from that snake as quickly as possible.

Think about it. If the faith healers of today truly had the gift of healing, why don’t you ever
hear of them going to hospitals (St. Jude in Memphis etc) and healing all of these sick children?
If they truly have the same gifts that Paul and the other apostles had, they could touch them
and they would instantly be healed.

This is one way that the Bible is misinterpreted and false doctrines are created. We don’t ask
the questions as to whether or not a particular doctrine is for us or not. Another area of
concern is that of the dispensational divisions outlined in the Scripture.

Eph 3:2 If ye have heard of the dispensation of the grace of God which is given me to you
ward:

1Co 9:17 For if I do this thing willingly, | have a reward: but if against my will, a dispensation
of the gospelis committed unto me.

A dispensation can basically be defined as certain time periods in Scripture where God dealt
with man in different ways. In each dispensation we see that God deals with individuals
differently dependent upon which dispensation they fall into. We will outline the different
dispensation classes and give an example of how mistreatment of the dispensations can lead
one down a dark doctrinal path of confusion and error.



The dispensations are categorized in the following manner:

Dispensation Of Innocence
The Garden Of Eden

Dispensation Of Conscience
From The Fall To The FLood

Dispensation Of Human Government
From Noah To Tower of Babel

Dispensation Of The Family
From The Call Of Abraham to Exodus
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Dispensation Of Grace
The Church Age That We Are In Now

Dispensation Of Judgment
After Rapture Of Church (Tribulation)

Messianic Dispensation
1,000 Reign Of Christ On Earth

Dispensation Of Fulness Of Times
No More Time, Only Eternity




For example:

One particular denomination, the Seventh Day Adventists, take a verse out of Revelation and
attempt to apply it to the church age.

Rev 14:9 And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship
the beast and his image, and receive his_mark in his forehead, or in his hand,

Rev 14:10 The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out
without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and
brimstone in the presence of the holy angds, and in the presence of the Lamb:

The Seventh Day Adventist will tell you that anyone who worships on Sunday instead of what
they deem to be the Sabbath (Saturday) has received the mark of the beast. What has
transpired is that someone has attempted to take Scripture that applies to the Dispensation Of
Judgment and apply that Scripture to the Dispensation of Grace. One cannot take a tribulation
passage and apply it to the church age as doctrine.

This could also apply to their stance on the Sabbath as well. They are attempting to apply the
following verse:

Deu 5:15 And remember that thou wast a servant in the land of Egypt, and that the LORD thy
God brought thee out thence through a mighty hand and by a stretched out arm: therefore
the LORD thy God commanded thee to keep the sabbath d ay.

The problem is twofold. First, God is speaking to the nation of Israel (Jews). We are gentiles
not Jews. Secondly, this is a verse that falls under the Dispensation of Law and attempts to
place us as gentiles with the Dispensation of Grace back under the law. The Sabbath was a part
of the ceremonial law that was nailed to the cross when Jesus died.

Col 2:14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to
us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

Col 2:15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly,
triumphing over them in it.

Col 2:16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of
the new moon, or of the sabbath _days :

Col 2:17 Which are a shadow of things to come; but the bodys of Christ.

God nailed the Sabbath to the cross and we are not required to worship under Jewish law as
New Testament Christians.

We covered these during in detail during our study on denominationalism but one cannot ignore
the problems that arise from not rightly dividing the Word.



Now that we have covered the common fallacies and reasons behind misinterpreting the Word
of God, let’s cover a few of the so called “errors” in the King James Bible and prove that they
are all false claims and that the Word of God is perfect and free from error.

Is Jesus Christ the only intercessor or not?

1Ti 2:5 Forthere is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ
Jesus ;

Rom 8:26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray
for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which
cannot be uttered.

So is it Jesus Christ or the Holy Spirit? Many claim this is a contradiction in Scripture. There is
no contradiction. This is simply another proof text that God the Father, God the Son and
God the Holy Ghost are three in one.

2Co 3:17 Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there s lib erty.

1Co 8:6 Butto us there is but one God, the Father, of whomare all things, and we in him; and
one Lord Jesus Christ, by whomare all things, and we by him.

Who is the Lord? 1 Cor 8:6 tells us that He is Jesus Christ. 2 Cor 3:17 states that the Lord is that
Spirit as well. Both of them are one so it is perfectly correct to state either way. Also, keep in mind
that 1 Tim. 2:5 states that it is “the man Christ Jesus”. He is God in the flesh that is the mediator
between God and men.

Job 9:32 For he isnot a man, as lam, that | should answer him, and we should come together
in judgment.
Job 9:33 Neither is there any daysman betwixt us, that might lay his hand upon us both.

It is this same mediator that Job spoke of in the book of Job. He wanted a mediator between he
and God. It was God in the flesh that had to bridge the gap that was created by Adam and
Eve when they fell in the garden.

1Co 15:45 And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was
made a quickening spirit.

1Co 15:46 Howbeit thatwas not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward
that which is spiritual.

1Co 15:47 The first manis of the earth, earthy: the second manis the Lord from heaven.

The Bible clearly tells wus that Christ dwell s witdHt
Rom 8:11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you , he

that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that
dwelleth in you.

Col 1:.27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery
among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you , the hope of glory:




Joh 14:16 And | will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may
abide with you for ever;

Joh 14:17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not,
neither knoweth him: b ut ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.

Did God create evil or not?

Isa 45:7 | form the light, and create darkness: | make peace, and create evil: | the LORD do all
thesethings.

1Co 14:33 For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints.

Psa 5:4 Forthou art not a God that hath pleasure in wickedness: neither shall evil dwell with
thee.

We must first notate that fAcreate evil o does not
Al make peace, and create evi |l O0Thereamartyevenss t he of
that God allows to take place and also creates. He will everuse evil people and even evil
spirits to bring judgment on others.

1Sa 19:9 And the evil spirit from the LORD was upon Saul, as he sat in his house with his javelin
in his hand: and David played with his hand.

2Ch 18:22 Nowtherefore, behold, the LORD hath put a lying spirit in the mouth of these thy
prophets, and the LORD hath spoken evil against thee.

Jdg 9:23 Then God sent an evil spirit between Abimelech and the men of Shechem; and the men
of Shechem dealt treacheroudy with Abimelech:

Num 16:31 And it came to pass, as he had made an end of speaking all these words, that the
ground clave asunder that was under them:

Num 16:32 And the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and their houses, and
all the men that appertained unto Korah, and all their goods.

God does create evil but not in the sense that skeptics would lead you to believe. This is not a
contradiction in the Word of God. God will use evil people, disasters and spirits to bring
judgment on tho se in this world. In this way, God creates evil.



Who actually killed Saul?

1Sa 31:4 Then said Saul unto his armourbearer, Draw thy sword, and thrust me through
therewith; lest these uncircumcised come and thrust me through, and abuse me. But his
armourbearer would not; for he was sore afraid. Therefore Saul took a sword, and fell upon
it.

1Sa 31:5 And when his armourbearer saw that Saul was dead, he fell likewise upon his sword,
and died with him.

2Sa 1:8 And he said unto me, Whaart thou? And | answered him, | am an Amalekite.

2Sa 1:9 He said unto me again, Stand, | pray thee, upon me, and slay me: for anguish is come
upon me, because my lifeis yet whole in me.

2Sa 1:10 So I stood upon him, and slew him, because | was sure that he couldot live after that
he was fallen: and | took the crown that was upon his head, and the bracelet thatwas on his
arm, and have brought them hither unto my lord.

So who killed Saul ? The first account i nhild Samue
2 Samuel 1 states it was an Amalekite. Is this a contradiction?

No. The simple answer is that 1 Sam. 31 is the accurate account and that the Amalekite simply
|l ied about how he acquired Saul ds crown and br ac
from David.

This act of deception actually backfired on the Amalekite.

2Sa 1:13 And David said unto the young man that told him, Whenceart thou? And he answered,
I am the son of a stranger, an Amalekite.

2Sa 1:14 And David said unto him, How wast thou not afraid to stretch forth thine hand to
destroy the LORD'S anointed?

2Sa 1:15 And David called one of the young men, and said, Go neaand fall upon him. And he
smote him that he died.

2Sa 1:16 And David said unto him, Thy bloodbe upon thy head; for thy mouth hath testified
against thee, saying, | have slain the LORD'S anointed.

How many horsemen were there anyways?

2Sa 8:4 And David took from him a thousand chariots, and seven hundred horsemen , and
twenty thousand footmen: and David houghed all the chariot horses, but reserved of them
for an hundred chariots.

1Ch 18:4 And David took from him a thousand chariots , and seven thousand horsemen ,
and twenty thousand footmen: David also houghed all the chariot horses, but reserved of
them an hundred chariots.

1Ki 4:26 And Solomon had forty thousand stalls of horses for his chariots , and twelve
thousand horsemen.

2Ch 9:25 And Solomon had four thousand stalls for horses and chariots , and twelve
thousand horsemen; whom he bestowed in the chariot cities, and with the king at Jerusalem.

This verse says it is 4,000 stalls fogé.horses AND
THAT6S 10 HORSES PER CHARI OTé.

THEREFORE NO CONTRADI CTI ONé. THEY HAD 10 MEN PER C

The 700 was counting 1 set of 10 per chariot while the 7,000 was counting each individual
horsemané.

2Sa 24:24 And the king said unto Araunah, Nay; but | will surely buy it of thee at a price:
neither will | offer burnt offerings unto the LORD my God of that which doth cost me
nothing. So David bought the threshingfloor and the oxen for fifty shekels of
silver .

1Ch 21:25 So David gave to Ornanfor the place six hundred shekels of gold by weight

So did he pay fifty shekels of silver or six hundred shekels of gold? The answer is bdt. He paid
fifty shekels of silver for the threshingfloor & oxen and six hundred shekels of goldfor_

the place.

There was an atheist that handed this one to me one time. You can see how deceitful someone
who doesn’t have the Holy Spirit of God inside them can be. This is what Satan wants to do to
each and every person and that is cast doubt in each person’s mind concerning the Word of
God.



Did David go and fight at Rabbah or not?

2Sa 12:29 And David gathered all the people together, and went to Rabbah , and
fought against it, and took it.

1Ch 20:1 And it came to pass, that after the year was expired, at the time that kings go outto
battle, Joab led forth the power of the army, and wasted the country of the children of
Ammon, and came and besieged Rabbah . But David tarried at Jerusalem . And
Joab smote Rabbah, and destroyed it.

So which one is it? Again, there is no contradiction. Notice that David gathered all the people
together, and went to Rabbah. Could it be that David gathered all of the people together and
the people went to Rabbah? It doesn’t necessarily mean that David went. Another point is that
there is nothing suspicious about David receiving credit for the victory even though he was not
there. When Hitler went down in defeat, no one named all of his individual generals as fighting
and losing the war. The news was that Germany & Hitler had been defeated. This is true today
in battle as well. Even if one said that David fought against Rabbah and took it, that would be a
correct statement as well. When Saddam Hussein was captured, the capturing soldier was
guoted as saying, “Greetings from our President George W. Bush”. George W. Bush got credit
for the capture although he was not within 3,000 miles of the territory.

Did Judas hang himself or die from abdominal wounds?

Mat 27:5 And he cast down the pieces of silver in the temple, and departed.and went and
hanged himse If.

Act 1:16 Menand brethren, this scripture must needs have been fulfilled, which the Holy Ghost
by the mouth of David spake before concerning Judas, which was guide to them that took
Jesus.

So which one was it? Did Judas hang himself or did he fall in a field and burg asunder?
The answer again is both. Scripture gives a plain detail about what probably transpired.

Mat 27:51 And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom ; and
the earth did quake, and the rocks rent;

Mat 27:52 And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose,

Mat 27:53 And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and
appeared unto many.




Mat 27:54 Now when the centurion, and they that were with him, w atching Jesus, saw the
earthquake, and those things that were done, they feared greatly, saying, Truly this was the
Son of God.

After Judas hung himself, there was a great earthquake. One so catastrophic that graves actually
burst open and rocks weresplit in two. No doubt the tree or even the limb that Judas was
suspended from gave way plummeting him from the tree to the ground and upon impact it
his insides fAburst asunder 0. Agai n, there i s nc

Thiswouldbea good time to make the point that just bec
the Bible doesndét mean that there is not a |l ogic
truth myself | scratched my head wondering how both accounts could be accurge. But as
this shows, the problem is not with the rendering of the Word of God but rather with our
simplistic understanding. We as limited humanity cannot grasp all of the things of God.

There are men that have studied the Bible all of their lives andyet still fall short of knowing
all there is to know in this Book.

Who fathered Amasa?

| will only give one example here but this is a prevalent attack that is waged against the King James
Bible. When one name differs from another the “scoffer” immediately assumes that it is two different
people and that the Bible is again contradictory.

2Sa 17:25 And Absalom made Amasa captain of the host instead of Joab: which Amasaas a
man's son, whose namewas Ithra an Israelite, that went in to Abi gail the daughter of
Nahash, sister to Zeruiah Joab's mother.

1Ch 2:17 And Abigail bare Amasa: and the father of Amasavas Jether the Ishmeelite.

The answer is that Ithra and Jether are one in the same. He simply has more than one title. If 200 years
from now (assuming the Lord doesn’t return) a record is found that reads, “Jeff Brown is the father of
Colton Brown”. Then another document is found that states, “Jabo is the father of Colton Brown.” Are
these two statements contradictory? No, they are not. It is very simple in that | have more than one
title that | will answer to.

How can God dwell in the darkness & the light?

1Ki 8:12 Then spake Solomon, The LORD said that he wouldlwell in the thick darkness

1Ti 6:16 Who only hath immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach
unto ; whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whombe honour and power everlasting.
Amen.

This has to be a contradiction, right? No, let’s allow the Holy Bible to solve this one.



1 Kings 8:12 is a reference to Deuteronomy 5:22.

Deu 5:22 These words the LORD spake unto all your assembly in the mount out of the midst of
the fire, of the cloud, and of the thick darkness , With a great voice: and he added no
more. And he wrote them in two tables of stone, and delivered them unto me.

And this is explained in Hebrews 12:18.

Heb 12:18 For ye are not come unto the mount that might be touched, and that burned with
fire, nor unto blackness , and darkness, and tempest,

This is simply a reference to the Lord dealing with the children of Israel. It was a darkness
covering Him so that no man could see Him. It was a cloud of darkness that shrouded Him.

The Bible says not to kill and then calls for killing?

Deu 5:17 Thou shalt not kill .

Ecc 3:3 Atime to kill _, and a time to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build up;

This is not a contradiction. Remember that one has to define what kill means. Obviously, God
did not mean that we are not to kill animals for any reason.

Lev 1:10 And if his offering be of the flocks, namely, of the sheep, or of the goats, for a burnt
sacrifice; he shall bring it a male without blemish.

Obviously fAkill 6 excludes war .

Deu 20:13 And when the LORD thy God hath delivered it into thine hands, thou shalt smite
every male thereof with the edge of the sword:

Obviously Akill 6 excludes capital puni shment .

Lev 20:27 A man also or woman that hath a familiar spirit, or that is a wizard, shal | surely be
put to death: they shall stone them with stones: their blood shall be upon them.

Obviously #fAkill o excludes self defense especially

1Sa 15:2 Thus saith the LORD of hosts, | remembethat which Amalek did to Israel, how he laid
wait for him in the way, when he came up from Egypt.

1Sa 15:3 Now go and smite Amalek, and utterly destroy all that they have, and spare them not;
but slay both man and woman, infant and suckling, ox and sheep, camel and ass.

There is no contradiction in Scripture here. God does give us the right to take life in certain
circumstances.

What about judging? The Bible says in one place not to judge and in another to judge?

Mat 7:1 Judge not, that ye be not judged.

1Co 4:5 Therefore judge nothing before the time, until the Lord come, who both will bring to
light the hidden things of darkness, and will make manifest the counsels of the hearts: and
then shall every man have praise of God.

1Co 5:11 But now | have written unto you notto keep company, if any man that is called a
brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an
extortioner; with such an one no not to eat.

1Co 5:12 For what have | to do to judge them also that are without? do not ye judge them that
are within?

1Co 5:13 But them that are without God judgeth. Therefore put away from among yourselves
that wicked person.

1Co 6:4 If then ye have judgments of things pertaining to this life, set them to judge who are
least esteemed h the church.

1Co 6:5 | speak to your shame. Is it so, that there is not a wise man among you? no, not one that
shall be able to judge between his brethren?

There is no contradiction here whatsoever. First, everyone on the planet, saved and lost, will
quickly proclaim Matt. 7:1 when confronted about their personal sin. The problem being that
they fail to read the rest of the passage.

Mat 7:2 For with what judgment ye judge, ye shall be judged : and with what
measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you again.

Mat 7:3 And why beholdest thou the mote that is in thy brother's eye, but considerest not the
beam that is in thine own eye?

Mat 7:4 Or how wilt thou say to thy brother, Let me pull out the mote out of thine eye; and,
behold, a beamis in thine own eye?

Mat 7:5 Thou hypocrite, first cast out the beam out of thine own eye; and then shalt thou see
clearly to cast out the mote out of thy brother's eye.

Mat 7:6 Give not that which is holy unto the dogs, neither cast ye your pearls before swine, lest
they trample them under their feet, and turn again and rend you.

All that is being stated here is that one needs to make sure they are right with the Lord before
he/she attempts to judge someone else. Christians are commanded to judge:
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1Co 2:15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man.

I f you are right with the Lord then you are to ju
perfect but you are in a position to deal with spiritual matters.

1Co 6:1 Dare any of you, having a matter against another, go to law before the unjust, and not
before the saints?

1Co 6:2 Do ye not know that the saints shall judge the world? and if the world shall be judged
by you, are ye unworthy to judge the smallest matters?

1Co 6:3 Know ye not that we shall judge angels? how much more things that pertain to this life?

The Bible states that we will one day judge the angels that left their first estate. Then itgoes on
to state that we should also judge things in this life as well.

Joh 8:9 And they which heard it, being convicted bytheir own conscience, went out one by one,
beginning at the eldest, evenunto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing
in the midst.

The | ost religious crowd of Jesusd day could not
sin in their lives. It is also apparent that they did not bring the man that she was caught with to
stone him either as their law commanded. They were being hypocrites. This is the type of
judging that the Bible condemns. Dondét be te
