
King James Bible Study Part II 

**Two Things That Are Different Cannot Be The Same** 

The theme of part II of this study will remain constant.  There are many “books” in circulation claiming 

to be the words of God yet all of them differ in many comparisons.  I may not be the most intelligent 

person on the planet but I did learn long ago that two things that are different cannot be the same.  If 

one book relates information that is contrary or contradictory to another book, those two books cannot 

be the same.  They may be similar but not the same.   

We will not spend a lot of time using philosophy, history and character attacks in an attempt to prove 

the validity and superiority of the King James Bible but rather parallel the King James Bible with other 

versions of Scripture.  Politicians take the approach of discrediting their opponents in an attempt to 

persuade the voters that they are the most accurate and capable choice for office.  While we could take 

the offensive by exposing the methods, manuscripts and men/women behind the corrupt versions, it 

will prove more productive for us to compare specific verses and allow the reader to come to his/her 

own conclusions.  We will address a couple of the prefaces of the other versions where it is necessary 

but we will for the most part stick to the comparative issues.   We will prove without a doubt that the 

modern versions differ and conflict greatly with the King James Bible.  This study will leave the reader 

with one of the three following conclusions: 

 1)  There is no perfect Word of God available today 

 2)  All of the versions are the perfect Words of God 

 3)  The King James Bible is the perfect, inerrant, inspired and preserved words of the living God    

       for the English speaking people of today 

If after this study, you should fall into category one and believe that there is no perfect Word of God 

available today,  then you are either a skeptic of Scripture and God or you don’t believe God’s words are 

true as he has promised to preserve his words for every generation.  It will be evident that none of the 

versions match so one could make the conclusion that there is no book containing the perfect words of 

God remaining today.  There are many Christians that hold to this view.  We will be defending the King 

James Bible later in this study by addressing the most popular “errors” propagated by those that despise 

the King James Bible.  Most fall into category one because they believe that only the original autographs 

are free from error.  If you are in category 2 at the conclusion of this study then you have made the 

decision beforehand to ignore the evidence provided in this study and be what the Bible deems as 

“willingly ignorant”.  The reasoning behind this is that if the versions conflict with one another, they 

cannot all be correct.    Again, two things that are different cannot be the same so we cannot conclude 

that all of the versions are the perfect words of God.  If at the conclusion of this study you reside in 

category 3, then you will be in the minority of most Christians although you are what we label a Bible 

Believing Christian.    



We will now compare various yet specific Scriptures between the King James Bible, The New 

International Version, The New American Standard Version and The Revised Standard Version. 

The Revised Standard Version (same as American Standard Version) was the beginning of the onslaught 

of new Bible versions that flooded the market.  This is the mother of all apostate Bibles.  With that being 

said, what does the preface of this version state? 

pg. iv—“Yet the King James Version has grave defects.  By the middle of the nineteenth century, the 

development of Biblical studies and the discovery of many manuscripts more ancient than those upon 

which the King James Version was based, made it manifest that these defect are so many and so serious 

as to call for revision of the English translation” 

The “scholars” never thought that due to the fact the manuscripts they found conflicted with the King 

James Bible that just maybe the manuscripts might be incorrect and defective.  They immediately 

assumed that because the manuscripts were older that they were more reliable and therefore the King 

James Bible must be inferior to them. 

Paul said there were corrupt writings being circulated during his day. 

2Th 2:1  Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our 
gathering together unto him,  

2Th 2:2  That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, 
nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand.  

 
What if one of these letters surfaced today?  Are we to take them as being more accurate than the King  
James Bible simply based on the fact that they are older manuscripts? 
 
**NOTE:  The issue is not that the King James needs to be updated and corrected.  The issue is that  
man wants to alter the words of God to fit into man’s thinking and belief structure. 
 
The NIV states this in its preface: 
 
“The fact that participants from the United States, Great Britain, Canada, Australia and New Zealand  
worked together gave the project its international scope.  That they were from many denominations— 
including Anglican, Assemblies of God, Baptist, Brethren, Christian Reformed, Church of Christ,  
Evangelical Free, Lutheran, Mennonite, Methodist, Nazarene, Presbyterian, Wesleyan and other  
churches—helped to safeguard the translation from sectarian bias.” 
 
Why not list all of the churches?  Why say “and other churches”?  Probably because they would have 
been forced to disclose that they had sought the services of a professing “Christian” lesbian as a stylistic 
consultant for the New International Version.  One may visit her website at  
http://www.geocities.com/vrmollenkott/ where this fact is listed proudly in her “about the author”  
section. She also claims to be active in many “Christian” homosexual groups as well.  The “other  
churches” may have forced the NIV committee to disclose the fact that not only did they safeguard the  
translation from sectarian bias but also sexual bias as well.  God is nowhere near a book that glorifies  
the sin of homosexuality.

Now let’s compare a few Scriptures and ask the question, “Are they the same or are they different?” 
 
We will begin with some of the more prominent verses and work our way to those you may have not 
 noticed before. 
 
King James Bible 
1Ti 3:16  And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the 

flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the 
world, received up into glory.  

 
New American Standard 
1 Ti 3:16  By common confession, great is the mystery of godliness:  He who was revealed in the 

flesh. 
 
New International Version 
1 Ti 3:16  Beyond all question, the mystery of godliness is great:  He appeared in a body. 
 
Revised Standard Version 
1 Ti 3:16  Great indeed, we confess, is the mystery of our religion:  He was manifested in the 

flesh, 
 
Notice many of the discrepancies between the versions.  First and foremost, God is changed to 
simply read ñHeò.  This is a direct attack on the deity of Christ.  Jesus was manifested in the 
flesh and this is proof text for the deity of Christ.  This proof text is removed from the 
modern versions.   Also notice in the Revised Standard Version that ñgodlinessò is converted 
to ñreligionò.  Being religious does not make one godly or of God.  Satanic cults claim to be 
religious.  Mormons and Jehovahôs Witnesses claim to be religious.  The ñmystery of 
godlinessò and the ñmystery of our religionò are simply not the same. 

 
Note also that the prominent individual given credit for advocating this change was a Unitarian 

by the name of Dr. George Vance Smith.  He did not believe in the Trinity being a Unitarian.  
Therefore, any allusion to the Trinity was removed from this verse. 

 
King James Bible 
Isa 14:12  How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut 

down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations!  
 
New American Standard 
Isa 14:12  How you have fallen from heaven, O star of the morning, son of the dawn! 
 
New International Version 
Isa 14:12  How you have fallen from heaven, O morning star, son of the dawn! 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Isa 14:12  How you are fallen from heaven, O Day Star, son of Dawn! 
 
The King James Bible is the only version listed here that gives one of the aliases of the devil.  His 

name is Lucifer.  All of the other versions remove this name for the prince of darkness and 
replace it with the names ñmorning starò and ñDay Starò.  Who is the morning star and the 
Day Star? 



 
2Pe 1:19  We have also a more sure word of prophecy; whereunto ye do well that ye take heed, 

as unto a light that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in 
your hearts:  

 
As a born again Christian, is Satan in your heart or is Jesus in your heart?  Day star is another 

name for Jesus Christ. 
 
Rev 22:16  I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the 
root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.  
 
Jesus is also called the ñmorning starò. 
 
Do you see what just transpired?  The newer versions substituted Jesus where Satan should be.  
It is Satan that fell and that thru pride tried to take over the throne of God.  Jesus is God and is 
already on the throne.  The newer versions again succeed at stripping Jesus Christ of his rightful 
place in Heaven. 
 
King James Bible 
Act 17:29  Forasmuch then as we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the 

Godhead is like unto gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art and man's device.  
 
New American Standard 
Act 17:29  Being then the children of God, we ought not to think that the Divine Nature is like 

gold or silver or stone, and image formed by the art and thought of man. 
 
New International Version 
Act 17:29  Therefore since we are Godôs offspring, we should not think that the divine being is 

like gold or silver or stoneðan image made by manôs design and skill. 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Act 17:29  Being then Godôs offspring, we ought not to think that the Deity is like gold, or silver, 

or stone, a representation by the art and imagination of man. 
 
Again we see the trinity attacked.  ñThe Godheadò is much different than ñthe Divine Natureò 
and ñthe divine beingò.  Many believe in the Divine Nature and call her ñMother Natureò.  
The King James Bible defines ñThe Godheadò. 

 
Col 2:8  Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of 

men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.  
Col 2:9  For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.  
 
Rom 1:20  For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being 
understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are 
without excuse:  
 
ñGodheadò incorporates the Father, the Son & the Holy Ghost into one God (three in one). 
 
But if they attack the ñGodheadò in Acts 17:29, did they also cover their tracks and attack it in 

these verses as well? 
 



 
New American Standard 
Col 2:9  For in Him all the fullness of Deity dwells in bodily form. 
 
New International Version 
Col 2:9  For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form. 
Revised Standard Version 
Col 2:9  For in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily. 
 
New American Standard 
Rom 1:20  For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and  

divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made, so 
that they are without excuse. 

 
New International Version 
Rom 1:20  For since the creation of the world Godôs invisible qualities, his eternal power and  

divine natureðhave been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so 
that men are without excuse. 

 
Revised Standard Version 
Rom 1:20  Ever since the creation of the world his invisible nature, namely, his eternal power 

and deity, has been clearly perceived in the things that have been made. 
 
Notice that Godhead is removed from these verses.  Simply saying that Christ has a ñdivine 
natureò or is ñdeityò is simply not enough.  Christ is God and the fullness of God is within 
Him (The Trinity).  The Mormons and Jehovahôs Witnesses believe that Christ has deity but 
they donôt believe Him to be one with the Father and the Holy Ghost.  They donôt believe in 
the Trinity.  They believe that Christ is a created being just as Satan is.  This is a false 
doctrine and the modern versions strip Christ of His union with the Godhead. 

 
King James Version 
Phil 2:6  Who being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God. 
 
New American Standard 
Phil 2:6  who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard equality with God a 

thing to be grasped, 
 
New International Version 
Phil 2:6  Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something 

to be grasped, 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Phil 2:6  who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God a thing 

to be grasped, 
 
Are all of these saying the same thing?  The King James says that Jesus had not problem placing 

Himself equal to God.  The other three versions state the Jesus did have a problem with 
stating He was equal to God.  Which one is right?  Two things that are different cannot be 
the same. 

 
 



 
King James Bible 
1 Jn 5:7  For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, The Word, and the Holy 

Ghost:  and these three are one.

One of the strongest verses in the Bible for the case of the Trinity is completely omitted in the 

modern versions.  Someone is attacking the deity of Christ and it is not the Holy Spirit 
leading scholars to make these changes.

Matt 5:22  But I say unto you, That whosoever is angry with his brother without a 

cause shall be in danger of the judgment: 
 
New American Standard 
Matt 5:22  But I say to you that everyone who is angry with his brother shall be guilty before 

the court; 
 
New International Version 
Matt 5:22  But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brother will be subject to 

judgment, 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Matt 5:22  But I say to you that every one who is angry with his brother shall be liable to 

judgment; 
 
Was Jesus every angry with his brother? 
 
King James Version 
Matt 21:12  And Jesus went into the temple of God, and cast out all them that sold and bought in 

the temple, and overthrew the tables of the moneychangers, and the seats of them that sold 
doves. 

 
King James Version 
Mat 23:33  Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can ye escape the damnation of hell?  
 
Jesus was angry in Scripture.  If you have another version other the King James Bible then the 
Jesus of that Bible is a sinner.  The King James Bible states you can be angry with your brother if 
you have a cause (a Biblical cause that is).   
 
Of course, the newer versions attempt to rid the Bible of the harsh words of Christ.  All we hear 

today propagated in our churches is the mantra of love, love, love.  I believe we have the love 
thing down and it is time to start teaching and preaching the wrath of God as well.

Mark 10:24  The disciples were amazed at His words.  But Jesus answered again and said to 
them, ñChildren, how hard it is to enter the kingdom of God!ò 

 
New International Version 
Mark 10:24  The disciples were amazed at his words.  But Jesus said again, ñChildren, how hard 
it is to enter the kingdom of God!ò 

 
Revised Standard Version 
Mark 10:24  And the disciples were amazed at his words.  But Jesus said to them again, 
ñChildren, how hard it is to enter the kingdom of God! 

 
Again, the modern versions place this as a footnote at the bottom of the page in small print.  

This leads new converts to believe that this portion of Scripture should not be included and 
is simply a side note to the verse.    Salvation is easy, not difficult.  Yet, the modern versions 
twist the words of God to imply that salvation is a difficult process.  This just simply isnôt 
true. 

 
King James Bible 
Mark 9:29  And he said unto them, This kind can come forth by nothing, but by prayer and 

fasting. 
 
New American Standard  
Mark 9:29  And He said to them, ñThis kind cannot come out by anything but prayer.ò 
 
New International Version 
Mark 9:29  He replied, ñThis kind can come out only by prayer.ò 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Mark 9:29  And he said to them, ñThis kind cannot be driven out by anything but prayer.ò 
 



We know from personal Biblical application in our own church that there are some things that 
will only be taken care of by prayer and fasting combined.  Sometimes prayer just isnôt 
enough and God says that we need to deprive ourselves of food in order to get serious with 
our praying. 

 
King James Bible 
Luke 4:8  And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee behind me, Satan:  for it is 

written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. 
 
New American Standard 
Luke 4:8  Jesus answered him, ñIt is written, ñYou Shall Worship The Lord Your God And Serve 
Him Only.ò 

 
New International Version 
Luke 4:8  Jesus answered, ñIt is written:  ñWorship the Lord your God and serve him only.òò 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Luke 4:8  And Jesus answered him, ñIt is written, ñYou shall worship the Lord your God, and 
him only shall you serve.òò 

 
Why is the statement ñGet thee behind me, Satanò found in the KJV but is missing in the other 

versions.  This shows that Jesus rebuked Satan directly.  This again shows the deity of Christ.  
Only the Lord can rebuke Satan. 

 
Zec 3:2  And the LORD said unto Satan, The LORD rebuke thee, O Satan; even the LORD that 

hath chosen Jerusalem rebuke thee: is not this a brand plucked out of the fire?  
 
Jud 1:9  Yet Michael the archangel, when contending with the devil he disputed about the body 
of Moses, durst not bring against him a railing accusation, but said, The Lord rebuke thee.  
 
 
King James Bible 
John 6:47  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life. 
 
New American Standard 
John 6:47  Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes has eternal life. 
 
New International Version 
John 6:47  I tell you the truth, he who believes has everlasting life. 
 
Revised Standard Version 
John 6:47  Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes has eternal life. 
 
Is believing enough to gain access to Heaven? 
 
Jas 2:19  Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and 
tremble.    
 
Are devils going to Heaven?  No.  They believe in Jesus but they have not and cannot believe on 
Jesus.  There are many that believe in Jesus and are on their way to a devilôs hell. 

 



King James Bible 
Romans 1:29  Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, 

maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, 
 
New American Standard 
Romans 1:29  being filled with all unrighteousness, wickedness, greed, evil; full of envy, murder, 

strife, deceit, malice; they are gossips, 
 
New International Version 
Romans 1:29  They have become filled with every kind of wickedness, evil, greed and depravity.  

They are full of envy, murder, strife, deceit and malice. 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Romans 1:29  They were filled with all manner of wickedness, evil, covetousness, malice.  Full of 

envy, murder, strife, deceit, malignity, they are gossips, 
 
Notice that ñfornicationò is conveniently missing from the other versions.  Fornication is a 

strong sexual term that incorporates all sexual sins into one word.  This word includes 
homosexuality, pedophilia, bestiality etc.  Why would this be excluded from the modern 
versions?   

 
King James Bible 
Col 1:14  In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins. 
 
New American Standard 
Col 1:14  in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 
 
New International Version 
Col 1:14  in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 
 
Revised Standard Version 
Col 1:14  in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 
 
Notice that the blood is removed from the modern versions.   
 
Heb 9:22  And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of 
blood is no remission.  
 
Without the blood you cannot be saved from your sins.  The blood should have never been 

omitted in this all important verse of Scripture. 
 
Of course, the newer versions butcher Hebrews 9:22 as well. 
 
New American Standard 
Heb 9:22  And according to the Law, one may almost say, all things are cleansed with blood, and 

without shedding of blood there is no forgiveness. 
 
New International Version 
Heb 9:22  In fact, the law requires that nearly everything be cleansed with blood, and without 

the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness. 
 



Revised Standard Version 
Heb 9:22  Indeed, under the law almost everything is purified with blood, and without the 

shedding of blood there is no forgiveness of sins. 
 
Question:  Is forgiveness the same as remission?  Remission means that your sins are removed 
never to be remembered again.  Forgiveness doesnôt imply that the sins have been removed 
but simply overlooked.   Simple changes in terminology and phrasing can mean a great 
difference in doctrinal positions.  Are we forgiven?  Sure we are but without remission we 
cannot stand before a holy and just God. 

 
Rom 4:7  Saying, Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and whose sins are covered. 
 
Your sins not only have to be forgiven but they have to be covered in the blood. 
 
These are simply a few of the many differences between the Bible versions.  Notice how the 

New American Standard, the New International Version and the Revised Standard Version 
agree for the most part in all of the above examples.   Yet, the King James Bible stands 
separate and distinct from them.  This is due to the fact that the newer versions are derived 
from the corrupt manuscripts and the King James Bible is not.   

 
As this study progresses, we will be uncovering more and more discrepancies between the 
King James Bible and the modern influx of ñupdatedò Bibles.  While there will not be 
enough time or space to cover all of the differences, we will continue our journey into the 
King James Bible in part III of this study.  Remember, two things that are different cannot 
be the same.  Do you have the right Bible?
