My sister put in 1 cup of baking power instead of 1 tablespoon
The brownies exploded in the oven, terrible mess, hard to clean up

1. FOOLISH PERSON
Prov 7:6-7  For at the window of my house I looked through my casement,
And beheld among the simple ones, I discerned among the youths, a
young man void of understanding,

NO Moral Fiber — Moral Impurity
Fool to think it will not affect you — You are not the exception

Prov 10:10 He that winketh with the eye causeth sorrow: but a prating fool shall fall.
Prov 10:23 Itis as sport to a fool to do mischief: but a man of understanding hath
wisdom.

Prov 12:15 The way of a fool is right in his own eyes: but he that hearkeneth unto
counsel is wise.

2. FEARLESS ATTITUDE
Prov 7:8-10 Passing through the street near her corner; and he went the way to her
house,

In the twilight, in the evening, in the black and dark night:
And, behold, there met him a woman with the attire of an harlot, and
subtil of heart.

Wrong Place — Went to the place of Temptation
Joseph — Moral Fire Drill
Gen 39:9 There is none greater in this house than I; neither hath he kept back any
thing from me but thee, because thou art his wife:

how then can I do this great wickedness, and sin against God?
Job 31:1 I'made a covenant with mine eyes; why then should I think upon a maid?
1 Cor 7:1 Now concerning the things whereof ye wrote unto me: It is good for a
man not to touch a woman.

Not wrong to RUN — Have standards



3. FEELINGLESS PROPOSITION
Prov 7:13  So she caught him, and kissed him, and with an impudent face said unto
him,
Impudent — No Feelings
She was only concerned about herself...selfishness, LUST is selfish

Prov 7:14 I have peace offerings with me; this day have I payed my vows.
She came from church — setup
She sought after someone who had more moral character than her — challenge
Indulgence — Balance spirituality with ability to sin

“I have accomplished so much for God, I deserve a little sin”

Story — Jimmy Swaggert, falling into deep sin
“Everyone serving God deserves to sin a little sometime”

Sensual Woman

Sense of Sight Prov 7:15 Therefore came I forth to meet thee, diligently to seek
thy face, and I have found thee.

Sense of Touch Prov 7:16 I have decked my bed with coverings of tapestry, with
carved works, with fine linen of Egypt.

Sense of Smell Prov 7:17 I have perfumed my bed with myrrh, aloes, and
cinnamon.

No commitment — v.19 Not her husband, but “good man”

4. FLATTERING WORDS
Prov 7:21  With her much fair speech she caused him to yield, with the flattering of
her lips she forced him.

Words YOU want to hear — Just knew exactly what to say to get me to fall
“No one will ever have to know” “Everyone else is doing it”
“I will treat you better than can” “You deserve this”

Prov 6:24  To keep thee from the evil woman, from the flattery of the tongue of a
strange woman.
Strange — means “alien”....Can you imagine being alone a woman who has 6 arms??



5. FINAL DESTRUCTION

Prov 7:22-23 He goeth after her straightway, as an ox goeth to the slaughter, or
as a fool to the correction of the stocks; Till a dart strike through his liver;
as a bird hasteth to the snare, and knoweth not that it is for his life.

Illus — Taking a Snickers bar, before giving it away, unwrap it...lick all over it
Then try to give it away...”Does anyone want it now?”

Prov 7:27 Her house is the way to hell, going down to the chambers of death.
