            “cry”-   to call out loudly, to shout, a shrill sound, a halloo, an excited shout  

            “call”-   to cry aloud, cry for aid, a loud shriek

            Publican                       1 prayed, 1 cried out  

            Thieves on the Cross    1 rebuked Jesus, 1 cried out  

             

            Rom 10:13      For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.

1.  Conquering Pride                             “I can do it myself” 

2.  Unconditional Surrender                  “I will obey God” 

3.  Pleading to God’s mercy                  “I am unworthy” 

4.  Recognizing helplessness                  “God must do” 

5.  Deliverance for enemies                   “Too strong for me”
